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Judgments Subject to Review

Judgments designated by the competent Judicial Council
according to their type or classification, to be reviewed
without oral pleadings where the appealed judgment is
affirmed.
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Appealable Judgments

Judicial decisions issued by administrative courts which
the law permits the parties to appeal before a higher court.
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Final Judgments

Judicial decisions that become final either by the lapse of
the statutory period for challenging first-instance judg
ments without an objection being filed, or by being issued
by a court of appeal.
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Mandatory Review Judgments

Judgments that do not become final unless they are sub
mitted to the Administrative Court of Appeal for review,
even if no objection is filed by the litigants, where the law
expressly requires such review.
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Abuse of Power

The administration’s use of its lawful powers to take an
action or issue a decision with the intent of achieving an

unlawful purpose or a purpose other than that for which
the powers were granted by law.
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Ancillary Appeal

An appeal filed by the respondent after the expiry of the
statutory appeal period and before the close of pleadings

which is ancillary to the Original appeal and lapses upon its
dismissal or withdrawal.
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Material Impossibility

A situation in which the performance of an obligation
bcomes impossible due to a factual or physical cause.

Legal Impossibility

A situation in which the performance of an obligation be
comes impossible due to a legal or regulatory restriction.
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Equivalent Judicial Functions

Functions designated by the competent Judicial Council
that are deemed equivalent to judicial work for the pur
pose of being counted toward the experience required for
appointment to judicial positions.
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Judicial Aides

Persons appointed to assist the judicial panel in the per
formance of its legally prescribed functions, including
court clerks, record clerks, researchers, bailiffs, transla
tors, experts, secretaries, enforcement officers, and

others.
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Closing of Arguments

A decision issued by the court declaring the termination
of pleadings in the case.
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Guidance Order

An order issued by the Enforcement Circuit, addressed
to the concerned party upon their request, with the aim
of clarifying the procedures related to enforcement and
the appropriate mechanisms for it.
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Procedural Measures Order

An order issued by the Enforcement Circuit to specify
the preliminary procedures necessary for enforcement
or to facilitate its execution, addressed to the party
against whom enforcement is sought or to another party
when necessary.
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Enforcement Order

A judicial order issued by the Enforcement Circuit when
the statutory period for enforcement has expired without
the judgment being enforced, or when the enforcement

authority has declared its refusal to comply within that
period.
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Enforcement Notice

A notice issued by the Administrative Enforcement Circuit to
the administrative authority against which enforcement is
sought, requiring it to comply with the enforceable document.
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Case Preparation

The set of procedures taken following the submission of the

lawsuit to prepare it for resolution.
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Further Investigation

An additional investigation conducted by the administrative
court when deemed necessary during proceedings, with its
purpose and details written in the session minutes.
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Abandonment of the Enforcement Request

A legal act by which the enforcement applicant declares
before the Enforcement Circuit their intention to abandon
the enforcement request at any stage of the enforcement
process, resulting in the nullification of all enforcement
actions taken based on that request.
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Administrative Grievance

A formal request or appeal that individuals are required to
submit within a set timeframe to a designated authority for
the reconsideration of a decision issued by that authority
or another authority, with a view to having it revoked, prior
to resorting to judicial proceedings.
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Mandatory Grievance

The appeal that the concerned party must submit to the
designated authority as a precondition prior to initiating
legal action before the judiciary.
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Hindrance of Enforcement

any act or omission committed by a public official with the
intent to stop or delay the enforcement of an executive
instrument, in whole or in part, without legal justification.
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Compulsory Enforcement

The enforcement of final judgments and decisions through
coercive means prescribed by law where the obligor fails to
comply voluntarily.
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Direct Enforcement

The right of the administration to enforce its decisions
directly and compulsorily, without resort to the judiciary.
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Corruption Offenses

Offenses designated as corruption crimes as defined by laws
and regulations, subject to special legal provisions, including
bribery offenses, offenses involving misappropriation of
public funds, and offenses relating to abuse of power.
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Administrative Sanctions

Sanctions imposed by an administrative authority on
individuals or private entities in violation of laws and
regulations, through administrative decisions, for the
purpose of maintaining public order, achieving the
public interest, or deterring violations.
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Public Benefit Associations

Non-governmental bodies or organizations that seek to
achieve purposes of public interest benefiting society as
a whole or a broad segment thereof, and do not primarily

aim to achieve profit.
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Administrative Authority

A governmental entity responsible for managing and
regulating public affairs of the Country within its legally
defined competence.
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Judgement Terminating the Proceedings

A judgment that conclusively resolves the dispute and
terminates the court’s jurisdiction over the case.
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Error in the Application or Interpretation of Laws

A flaw or defect in how legal texts are understood and
applied to the facts of a specific case, orinthe interpretation
of the meanings of these texts.
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Administrative Contract Lawsuits

Judicial disputes that arise concerning the conclusion
execution, or termination of an administrative contract, in
which an administrative authority is a party, and which fall
under the jurisdiction of the administrative courts.
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Administrative Case

A lawsuit brought by a natural or legal person before the
administrative judiciary in a dispute to which an administrative
authority is a party, seeking recognition or protection of a right
as a result of harm caused by the administration.
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Annulment Action

The main judicial procedure that allows individuals to challenge
decisions issued by administrative authorities before the
administrative judiciary, with the aim of revoking them if they
are unlawful.
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Disciplinary Action

An action brought by the competent public authority
against a public official as a result of a breach of applicable
laws, regulations, or official duties.
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Claim for Compensation

An action brought to seek reparation for damage arising from
decisions or material acts of an administrative authority.
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Board of Grievances

An independent administrative judicial body directly associated
with the King of Saudi Arabia. It seeks justice, equity and effective
judicial control over the administration through the presented
lawsuits that are filed before its courts.
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Persons Concerned

The individuals who are directly or indirectly affected by a specific
legal decision, case, or situation, or who have a legal interest in its
outcomes.
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Grievance Rejection

An administrative decision denying a grievance, marking the start
of the timeframe to file an annulment action.
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Discretionary Authority

The authority granted to a competent body, whether judicial or
administrative, to make the decision it deems appropriate in
matters where the law or regulations allow room for discretion.
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Enforcement Document

Judgments issued by courts, documents subject to compulsory
enforcement, and any other papers granted enforceable effect
by law.
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Judicial Precedents

The judgments or decisions issued by courts in previous cases
which contain legal principles or interpretations of legal texts
that were applied to specific facts.
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Civil Service Matters

Matters relating to the employment relationship with public
authorities and the rights, legal status, duties, and obligations
arising from it, as well as issues concerning the application of
civil service laws and regulations.
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Enforceable Copy of the Judgment

An official copy of a judgment bearing the enforcement
statement, delivered to the party entitled to benefit from its

execution, forming the legal basis for seeking enforcement
before the competent authority.
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Enforcement Statement

The legally prescribed wording, signifying that the judgment
or decision is enforceable.
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Request for Guidance

A request submitted by the administrative authority to the
Administrative Enforcement Circuit prior to the issuance of
the enforcement order, seeking guidance on the manner of
execution.
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Request to Suspend a Grace Period

A request submitted by the party against whom enforcement
is sought to the Enforcement Circuit, seeking -based on
compelling reasons- the suspension of the time limits stipu
lated in Articles (10) and (16) of the Enforcement Law before
the Board of Grievances.
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Overruling a Principle

The abandonment by one of the Circuits of the Supreme
Administrative Court of a principle established in a prior
judgment issued by another Circuits, by referring the matter
to the President of the Court for submission to the Court’s
General Assembly for determination.
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Administrative Contract

An agreement concluded by an administrative authority with
another party, aiming to manage and regulate a public utility or
relating to a public interest. The administration's intention to
apply public law provisions is evident through the inclusion of
exceptional and uncommon clauses not found in private law.
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Lack of Jurisdiction

The inability to undertake an act that falls under the law within
the competence of another authority or bodly.
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Defect in Cause

A defect relating to the factual or legal grounds that prompted
the administration to issue its decision, constituting one of the
substantive defects that may affect an administrative decision
and render it void or subject to annulment before the courts.
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The failure of administrative authorities to comply with the
formal or procedural rules defined by laws and regulations
in the issuance of administrative decisions.
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Compulsory Fine

A monetary penalty imposed by judicial order on a party
delaying compliance, calculated on a daily basis, and
subject to confirmation, reduction, or cancellation once
compliance is achieved or becomes impossible.
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Administrative Decision

The administration's expression of its binding will, by
virtue of its authority under laws and regulations, with the
intent to produce a specific legal effect by establishing
modifying, or revoking a legal status, whenever legally
possible and permissible.
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Final Administrative Decisions

Administrative decisions that are enforceable and have
exhausted all stages required for their formation without
the need for approval by a higher administrative authority
or any subsequent procedure, and which affect the legal
status of the concerned parties.
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Disciplinary Decisions

Administrative decisions issued by legally competent
authorities imposing a functional disciplinary sanction
on a public official as a result of committing a behavioral
or administrative disciplinary violation constituting a
breach of duties or rules defined by laws, regulations, or
professional codes of conduct.
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Negative Decision

The omission of an administrative authority to take
a decision that it was legally obligated to make
according to regulations or laws.
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Quasi-Judicial Committees

A specialized administrative bodies empowered by
law to adjudicate certain disputes or issue decisions
of a judicial nature, but they are not considered part
of the regular judicial system.
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Judicial Principle

A general substantive or procedural judicial rule established
by the Supreme Administrative Court in the consideration of
cases and the issuance of judgments and decisions.
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Disciplinary Councils

An administrative or quasi-judicial bodies specialized in reviewing
disciplinary violations, Applying disciplinary regulations and issuing
administrative disciplinary decisions.

Administrative Judicial Council

A council that oversees the affairs of the administrative judiciary
and administrative judges. It typically assumes responsibility for

regulating the administrative judiciary, developing it, and ensuring
the smooth conduct of its operations.
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Administrative Courts

Courts of first instance within the Board of Grievances, vested with
jurisdiction to hear and adjudicate the matters specified in Article
(13) of the Law of the Board of Grievances.
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Administrative Courts of Appeal

A second instance courts that hear appeals against judgments
issued by the Administrative Courts of First Instance.
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Official Documents

Documents issued by an administrative authority in which
an obligation or commitment is formally established.
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Session Minutes

An official record prepared by the clerk of the Circuit under the
supervision of its presiding judge during the court session
documenting all procedures and events that occurred therein.
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Supreme Administrative Court

The highest court within the administrative judiciary, having
jurisdiction to hear objections against judgments issued by the
Administrative Courts of Appeal, and functioning as a court of
law rather than a court of fact.
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Deliberation

The exchange of views among the judges of the court in preparation
for issuing the judgment.
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Preliminary Matters

Issues that must be resolved before proceeding to the merits
of the case, such as jurisdiction, capacity, or standing.
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Other Administrative Disputes

Any administrative disputes that do not fall under the types
of administrative disputes explicitly stipulated in Article (13)
of the Board of Grievances Law.
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Enforcement Disputes

Actions relating to the conditions for enforcement and the
validity of its procedures.
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The Court's Ruling

The portion of the judgment that resolves the dispute.
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Public Order

A set of mandatory legal rules from which no agreement to
the contrary may be made.
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Suspension of Enforcement of a Judgment

An exceptional judicial measure ordered temporarily by the
competent court, resulting in the suspension of the

enforcement of the appealed judgment or the judgment
subject to enforcement.
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Suspension of Enforcement of an Administrative Decision

A temporary order to suspend the enforcement of an administrative
decision pending the resolution of the lawsuit, especially when
execution may cause irreversible harm.
